ENO Baylis is English National Opera’s Learning and Participation Team.  Established in 1985, and run by a team of five administrative staff, ENO Baylis is regarded as one of the UK’s most innovative and successful arts education departments.  ENO Baylis is part of the Artistic Department of ENO and reports to the Artistic Director.  ENO Baylis’ work aims to open up the artistic and technical resources of ENO to a wide range of audiences and to provide opportunities to engage and participate in the Company.  
Aims of the ENO Baylis Internship

The ENO Baylis Internship will last for 12 weeks from the beginning of January until the end of March 2007.  The Internship is intended to provide practical experience of working in the education department of a major arts organisation for a candidate who wishes to pursue a future career in arts education. The Intern will work on a variety of ENO Baylis projects, developing project management and administrative skills as well as having the chance to observe projects in schools and other settings.  Details of ENO Baylis’ Spring 2007 season are given below.
The ENO Baylis Intern will report to the Head of ENO Baylis but will work closely with all members of the Baylis team and staff in other departments of the Company.  Other key contacts include ENO company and freelance artists, schools, teachers, partner organisations, community groups and members of the general public. 
Practical information

The position is based at the ENO offices, 38 St Martin’s Lane, London WC2N 4ES although it will involve attendance at projects across London and occasionally further afield, some outside office hours.  Maximum 40 hours per week.
Benefits

This position is unpaid, however the Intern will be reimbursed for travel expenses within London Zones 1-6.

The Intern will be also be offered complimentary tickets to ENO’s Spring productions

Spring Term Projects 2007

Major Projects

INSIDE OUT  

This multimedia arts project, linked to La bohème, will give audiences unprecedented access to the process of staging an opera. 
An interactive website will track the opera production from planning, through rehearsal to the first night and beyond.  The site will include blogs from singers, interviews with the artistic team, 360 degree tours of the theatre, as well as games, a singing lesson and a chance for audiences to upload their own version of a La bohème aria. 

Some content will be entirely researched and developed by a group of GCSE and A level students from South London, through visits to the London Coliseum and workshops in schools.  The students will be offered work experience opportunities in one or more of the following ENO departments: make up, wigs, lighting, sound, stage crew, wardrobe, sets, box office, front of house, marketing, press and ENO Baylis.  


For two performances of La bohème the entire Upper Circle of the London Coliseum will be given over to young audiences and every music and drama student in Lambeth and Southwark schools will be offered a ticket.  Five further performances will offer £6 tickets for schools.  

Content from the website will also be presented in a specially designed installation in the London Coliseum foyers during February and March.

NEW COMMISSION  
ENO Baylis has a history of commissioning significant new work. It is committed to developing repertoire for young people in response to the demand for enjoyable, challenging and relevant music for children which will help develop singing in schools.

For 2006/07 ENO Baylis has commissioned composer John Webb and librettist Tamsin Collison to write a 30 minute music theatre piece for Key Stage 2 pupils (aged 7-11) in South London.  The project will run in four primary schools with performances of the work given in each.  The new work will retell the story of Jack Sheppard a notorious 18th Century criminal and escapologist who eventually paid for his misdeeds.  Teachers’ packs provided by ENO Baylis will prepare teachers for the project and give them practical resources to support the process including cross-curricular activities.  A training session for teachers will begin the project.  Each school will have five sessions with vocal animateur Suzi Zumpe, followed by further workshops with director Karen Gillingham in preparation for their performance.
This commission follows the success of Lionhunt! a 30 minute music theatre piece for 6-7 year olds also by John Webb and Tamsin Collison first performed in March 2005. Feedback from teachers and parents highlighted how the project engaged and motivated the pupils, the influence it had on the children’s personal development (including confidence, communication skills, teamwork, and literacy) and how it generated a genuine enthusiasm for music and theatre.
CROXLEY PROJECT

Over the last three years, ENO Baylis has developed an exciting artistic relationship with The Croxley Project, an organisation that provides social and leisure services for adults with learning disabilities. In 2006/07 ENO Baylis is developing a longer-term initiative with the Croxley Project enabling participants to develop their work over a two-month period, culminating in a performance in Westminster.

Music, drama and movement workshops run by ENO Baylis improve participants’ music and performance skills, and impact on confidence, concentration, team-work, communication and time-keeping. Visits to the London Coliseum, watching rehearsals and seeing behind the scenes, have provided enormous creative stimulation. ENO Baylis hopes to document on film the creative process leading to the performance.
Regular Activities

FAMILY LEARNING   

In a long-standing collaboration with the Adult Education Services in Westminster, ENO Baylis will run workshops for family groups on The Gondoliers and La bohème.
TAKE PART!  

ENO Baylis’ weekly music-theatre programme for 5-18 year olds is run in collaboration with St Marylebone School, Westminster.  It offers young people the opportunity to develop skills in singing, drama, movement and physical theatre.

Enjoy Opera 
Enjoy Opera is a subsidised ticket scheme for secondary school groups. Pre-performance workshops give students the chance to meet cast members from the show and learn about the experience of singing in an opera house. They offer a practical introduction to an opera through a combination of singing, drama, improvisation, technical tours and discussion.
 
Family EVENTS 

This popular series introduces families to operas in the ENO repertoire – this Spring will include The Gondoliers and La bohème. Family Events are filled with workshops and activities, including singing, drama, dance, song-writing, design and theatre tours. Participating families are offered subsidised tickets to related productions.  

Pre-performance Talks are given at the London Coliseum by a variety of expert and international speakers, from academics to those who have worked closely on a particular production, offering audiences the chance to explore the operas in ENO’s repertory.  Spring talk speakers include classicist Mary Beard (Agrippina)

Know the Show 

These enormously popular weekends offer adult non-professional singers the chance to explore and sing operatic choral repertoire. Participants have varying experience – some sing regularly, others are rediscovering the joy of singing for the first time since childhood. All share a love of singing and Know the Show provides an opportunity to sing the kind of repertoire they might not otherwise have access to. The weekend courses, for up to 160 singers, are led by ENO chorus masters and singers. Know the Show weekends planned for Spring are linked to The Gondoliers and La bohème.
